The Protocol 1/2012

of the 1st  Meeting of The Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS in period of 2011-2014 in Warsaw 13 January 2012
The meeting was chaired by prof. Assoc. Zygmunt Reklewski, presenting the results of the elections to the Committee.

The meeting was attended by 30 people from 40 newly elected (attendance list attached). The meeting was conducted in accordance with the agenda (attached).

1. On behalf of the Dean of the Faculty Prof. Zygmunt Reklewski handed appointments for members of the Committee elected by secrete vote.
2. The Scrutiny Commission composed of prof. B. Rejduch (Chair), prof. J. Niemiec (Secretary) and dr hab. P. Wójcik assoc.prof. IZ PIB have been chosen 

3. In a secret vote for President of the Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS  was elected prof. Jan Jankowski

4. After the election meeting was leaded by President of the Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS  
5. By secrete vote the additional members of the Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS  have been chosen (from 15 candidates, reported by gathered members, which justifying the nomination were guided by specialty and environmental criteria); prof. K. Charon  (animal genetics and molecular genetics), prof. S. Kondracki (swine breeding and genetics), prof. M. Łukasiewicz (population genetics), assoc. prof. E. Martyniuk (animal genetics), prof. J. Niedziółka (animal hygiene), prof. T. Ostaszewska (fishery), prof. R. Pikuła (horse breeding), prof. D. Szczerbińska (polutry breeding), assoc. prof. M. Szuacher-Strobel (animal nutrition) prof. Z. Zduńczyk (animal nutrition).
6. In the secrete vote to the deputy president of the Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS  was elected: prof. A. Filistowicz, prof. E. Herbut, prof. R. Niżnikowski.
7. In a secrete vote on the Secretary of the Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS  was elected: prof. J. Wilde

8. The five committees were established and the chairman of its elected: Animal Welfare and Hygiene - prof. Z. Dobrzański, Animal Genetics - prof. M. Charon, Animal Breeding and Utility - prof. T. Gruszecki, Animal Nutrition - prof. J. Skomiał, Publishing and Dissemination - prof. T. Szwaczkowski.
9. In a secrete vote the Electoral Commission was established: prof. J. Niemiec - chairmen and members: prof. B. Rajduch, prof. D. Szczerbińska prof. M. Kowalski, prof. P. Wójcik.

10. In a secrete vote the members of the Bureau of Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS  were elected: prof. F. Borowiec, prof. K. Charon, prof. Z. Dobrzański, prof. T. Gruszecki, prof. D. Jamroz, prof. J Skomiał and prof. T. Szwaczkowski.
11. The current issues and free requests covered the following topics:
As a preliminary point prof. D. Jamroz handing a report on the activities of the Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS for the bygone year term, thanked the Board and the Chairman of the Committees for the fruitful and persevering work.
Prof. Eugeniusz R. Grela asked for clarification why not all people with the resulting number of 12 votes in the general election were on the Committee? From the four persons two were appointed and two were not included in this group.  It was explained that this was a decision of the authorities II Section of Polish Academy of Sciences, and therefore it was decided that the other two persons be candidates in supplementary election.
Prof. D. Jamroz asked to convey the archive of Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS from the previous two cadences, which is located in her office. It was decided to go back to the issue at first meeting of the Bureau.
Prof E. Grela informed about the civic project of the  act on animal protection which contains a number of points not acceptable to the animal breeders and suggested that it should be firmly oppose.
Prof. A. Rutkowski suggested to take the initiative to introduce to the act on animal protection necessity for zootechnician  employment at the distribution of animals.
Prof. J. Jankowski informed about trying to interest in this issue several parliamentarians, who did not show willingness to address the problem. He also promised that will try to make contact with the parliamentary committee, regarding the project of the act on animal protection.
Prof J. Krupiński stated, that those matters are difficult and in the beginning, together with Polish Society of Animal Production, the integration of stakeholders should take place, because the proper zootechnical lobby was not created so far. That why there in the little chance of quick success but it should try, intervene and ensure that Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS was on the list of organizations that should be consulted in low creation. It is particularly difficult in Ministry of Environment where our proposals are disregard.
Prof. R. Kołacz suggested that the plenary sessions were held at various centers. Prof. Z. Reklewski and prof. D. Jamroz disagreed with it, because getting to capital is the easiest.
Prof. F. Brzóska commenting on privileges for zootechcians stated that it is very difficult because in our country there is about 300 rationed professions (on the west only 50) with the tendency to their reduction. He proposed, that annual nourishment sessions, held in various places, are a good opportunity for integration. The plenary meetings should take place in Warsaw. Prof. J. Jankowski proposed the vote on this matter by e-mail in the near future.
Prof. J. Skomiał informed about IX Conference of young scientists "Physiology and biochemistry in animal nutrition" (Szczecin, September2012) and appealed to allow young scientists and students take a part in it. He also informed about the "Recomendation in fur animals nutrition" edited by A. Gugołka published in December 2011, which was one of the task of Commission of Animal Nutrition under the guidance of prof. F. Borowiec.
Prof. A. Rutkowski informed about the conference of Commission of Animal Nutrition (Poznań, 24-26 September 2012).
Prof. M. Świtoński informed about cessation of The Problems Book of Agricultural Science Progression  and expressed skepticism about foundation of Committee on Animal Sciences of PAS magazine because in our country is sufficient quantity zootechnical magazines with IF with deficiency of good polish authors publications. Also the publications from polish magazines are not cited, which lowers their position and IF.
Prof. A Ziołecka supported the voice of predecessor confirming that editorial of JAFS notes deficiency of polish publications.
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
